» We were actively working to keep our numbers low in
anticipation of our renovations.

> If we appear a little cranky in the spring/summer, it could
be because our total animals went from 77 on Jan 1%t to 145
on Aug 1%t. This is due to kittens, kittens, kittens.

> Please spay/neuter your animals! If you have unfixed cats,
keep them inside. Please do not contribute to the over-
population.

» Sadly, animals are staying longer in our shelter. Comparing
the last few years, average stay went from 30 days in 2020,
up to 42 days in 2021, 49 days in 2022 and 53 days this
year. All shelters are at capacity and the pet supply is far
greater than demand.

He will take time
to feel comfortable in a home with other people coming
to visit. He just needs to be taught how to be a dog!
Due to his needs, he must be an only pet, in a home
with no kids. Keno is just perfect here at the shelter,
and we’re all in love with him. We’re hoping his person
is out there! We know if you come in & meet him, you'll
fall in love too!
